Harbour (about 55 miles north of Cape Kendall). Records of interest: Boloria natazhati from Cape Kendall and Cape Krusenstern (JLH).
James Troubridge and I, in 1988, guessed that B. natazhati would be common all along the coastline from Cape Hope to Cape
Krusenstern, if not further. We were unable to confirm that guess at that time, but it seems clear now that this species is both common and
wndespread in the region.

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YUKON TERRITORIES

Weather: The southern Yukon had a hot and dry summer through mid-July. The best collecting was found at higher elevations, where the
vegetation was not parched. At Lake Laberge the steppe vegetation was brown and crunchy underfoot on 1 July, and some normally
common species were absent or rare. Records of interest: Six species were obtained at Nickel Creek including Colias krauthii kluanensis,

Lycaena phlaeas, Euphydryas anicia, Speyeria mormonia, Erebia magdalena mackinleyensis and Oeneis uhleri. Collecting sites: The
Bear Flats Lodge site, just east of the White River, that had been essentially destroyed by the highway construction in 1994, has totally
recovered. The road is now on a higher embankment, and the collecting habitat is actually improved. Montana Mountain, just south of

Carcross, is an excellent site for tundra butterflies. There is a large area above treeline, with mining roads running through it. With a 4X4

one can get up to the 5,500 foot elevation, with due care for occasional washouts in the access road, which is not very well maintained.

Weather: Interior Alaska had a slightly late and very dry spring, which was followed by a rather cloudy summer with a near-record number
of rainy days. Late summer butterfly species were present only in very low numbers. Records of interest: The Bonanza Creek
Experimental Forest colony of Speyeria atlantis continues to flourish. A larger number of individuals was found at a lower elevation than the
original site. A sight record for this species was obtained at the Gerstle River, Alaska Highway east of Delta. The Northway airport colony of
Colias krauthii kluanensis is doing well despite some construction in its limited habitat there. Erebia magdalena mackinleyensis and E.
occulta were found on scree in a branch of Stony Creek, Denali National Park, and E. rossii was abundantr along the park road in the
Teklanika and Sanctuary River floodplains in mid-June. Collecting sites: The excellent site at mile 1410 Alaska Highway, east of Delta,
was destroyed by powerline right of way clearing operations. In addition to cutting all of the vegetation, even trees, the power company also
brought in heavy equipment and removed all of the berms on the site, creating a dead, flat expanse. Butterflies were almost totally absent
at this site in July. Some recovery will occur in time, but the change in ground contour will not help, | fear.

General Comments:

No-one commented on general weather conditions in the USA portion of the zone. In British Columbia the weather was cool and wet inthe
early spring. By early July it had turned very hot and dry. From mid-July on, the number of species were down, especially the moths.
Migratory butterflies were not reported in British Columbia or north of the very southem portion of Washington.

BRITISH COLUMBIA

Shepard and Guppy were finishing up their "Butterflies of British Columbia" book and did not have a single day in the field. Kondla and

Threatful kept up the torch adding range extensions in time to be incorporated into the book. Shepard, collecting moths at his home near
Sproule Creek, recorded 6 new species of noctuids. All were pest species not previously recorded in the West Kootenay, such as Euxoa
auxiliaris. More evidence that the greenhouse effect continues to develop.

CALIFORNIA

Included are 17 COUNTY records for butterfly species. For the moths there is one STATE record and at least 55 COUNTY records. For
several years Richers (KMR) has been establishing a database for all California counties. If not recorded for their prospective counties,

these are considered "new" for the Season Summary. Included are many of the "common" species such as Plutella xylostella, Hyles

lineata and Helicoverpa zea. Debenedictis (JAD) submitted an extensive list for Yolo County. Less than half of these are included in this

summary, but all will be entered in the KMR database. Swisher (WLS) reported that with above average rains of 1997 and 1998, there

resulted spectacular wildflower displays in the low elevation Colorado Desert of Southern California and Arizona. However, during March
and April the weather fronts came solidly, one after another, making it aimost impossible to have a window of time between storms for

collecting. Shields (AOS) reported that at Jerseydale, 3600', Mariposa County, there was much more than the usual rain and snow in
January - March. Unusually late was 5 " of rain and 10" of snow in April and finally 4" of rain in early May. Langston (RLL) reported that in

the Bay Area, rains continued through 29 May, with showers as late as 8 June. Many of the spring species were still flying in June, and

some of the so-called summer species did not appear until July. Therefore, many LATE dates are cited below.

Our Zone enjoyed one of the hest years in the past quarter—century, with "El Nino" mo:sture throughout the season until late summer, but
then drought which experts say will continue for one to several years in the southwestern quarter of the USA and adjacent Mexico.
Certainly, this is the driest and warmest winter in our 32 years living in Denver. In all there are 382 butterfly data and 415 moth data in this
report [1336 and 1107 over the last 3 years], which shows the continuing advancement of knowledge of our moths. There were 3 STATE
records for butterflies, and 35 for moths; 242 COUNTY records for butterflies and 377 for moths; 172 butterfly species [128 with CRs] and
175 moth species [150 with CRs] Five moth species (Hyles euphorbiae, Schinia coercita, Schinia siren, Schinia diffusa, Schinia
intermontana) are new for the entire zone. The average number of butterfly species per county in Zone 4 is now 107.6 [90.8% of
projection], compared with 66.6 [56%] 20 years earlier, and with 122.8 [95.8%] currentiy for Zone 3 (AZ,CA NV). No other Zones approach
these numbers. Over the 20 years there have been 8394 CRs for 390 butterfly species. For those wishing to raise this over 400, here is a
list of the 15 species appearing in one or more Zone 4 Summaries but NOT with new CRs during the same period: Thorybes bathylius,
Piruna poiingii, Atrytonopsis deva, Amblyscirtes exoteria, Agathymus mariae, A. evansi, Megathymus ursus, Eurema dina, Ministrymon
azia, Callophrys niphon, Microtia elva, Enodia anthedon. A few "best ever” numbers include 1305 butterfly CRs in 1985, 268 butterfly
species in 1986, 202 butterfly species with CRs in 1994, and 250 moth CR species in 1997. There were 18 early records and also 18 late
records for butterflies in 1998, suggesting that it was neither an unusually early nor late season from Montana south through New Mexico.
In 1998 we established an exception to the Law of Regressive Achievement, which states that "Last year's results are always better than
this year's results”.

SASKATCHEWAN

Mike and Bernie Gollop (G/G) reported that the 1998 EI Nino was a bonanza for early and late butterflies. Extensions to decade-old flight
periods occurred for 49 (36%) of Saskatchewan's 138 species (with more than two records). Thirty-nine of these had record dates that
averaged 9 days early, 3 being between 20-26 days. Sixteen species broke late dates by an average of 18 days with 5 between 26-71
days. Seven butterflies extended their flight periods at both ends. The Gollops compiled the report from a long list of collaborators including
Mel Fitch, Robert Gebhart, Ron Hooper, Ross Layberry, Gerard Leahy, Anna Leighton, Keith Roney, and Lorriene and Craig Salisbury. Mel
Fitch collected Saskatchewan's 3rd West Coast Lady and 6th American Lady near Eastend on the same day - 12 September. Monarchs
were down significantly from 1997, a peak year.

NEBRASKA

Neil Dankert reported that resident butterflies enjoyed an average to good year. Weather was generally favorable, with only a portion of
southwestern Nebraska suffering through an early summer drought. Numbers were generally good. Southern species appeared early and
often, and they lingered well into October thanks to a mild autumn. Most unusual were multiple sightings of the rarely encountered
Vanessa annabella in southwestern Nebraska. Jim Reiser also reported a new hostplant record, Ambrosia grayi, for Chlosyne gorgone. A
total of 96 county records were found in 1998, bringing the species/county average to 50. A total of 120 species were observed, up from a
total of 105 last year, in part through the numerous encounters with southern species. Sixteen moth species were added to the state
checklist. With seven 1997 additions, this brings the state moth total to 681 species. Moth activity in south-central Nebraska peaked in late
June and again in late August. In 23 days during the latter period, eight Schinia species, including two new state records, came to light at
Neil Dankert's residence. Special thanks go out to Ron Leuschner and Charles Harp for many of the moth determinations.

A relatively mild winter followed by early snow melt made for spring emergence of most species in good numbers. A second year of
drought during June reduced many early summer species dramatically, however, Speyeria idalia had a good season and ranged widely in
western counties, with examples encountered as far northwest as Burke County. Four entirely new sites were discovered for Hesperia
dacotae in McHenry County, one encompassing nearly 600 contiguous acres, increasing confidence that the Towner-Karlsruhe area on the
southern margin of Glacial Lake Souris hosts the most significant remaining metapopulation in the state. Preoccupation with the site-
specific butterfly monitoring projects precluded extensive exploration of other areas, so few new records were recorded this year except for

a nice set of reports from Jim Oberfoell for Golden Valley County.

Geh‘ aral Comments:

The onset of the season in the northem part of the midwest was on e earliest on record. Emergence of Boloria. frei]a B. frigga,

Oeneis jutta and Erebia discoidalis was more than two weeks ahead of “normal’ in northern Wisconsin and Upper Michigan bogs, and a

full month earlier than last season. More species of thern migrant butterflies spread northward than in the past few years, mostly later

in the season and generally in low numbers. Phoebis sennae eubule was common in Kentucky and centrat Hilinois, and hati strayed as far
north as Door County, Wisconsin by September. Hylephila phyleus, Eurema lisa, Libytheana bachmanii, Euptoieta claudia and Junonia
coenia were widespread, being reported in most states in the zone. Monarchs had a poor season. Noctua pronuba, the introduced
European Noctuid, continues to be found in new Iocaktres and has spread statewide in Michigan and Wisconsin.

KENTUCKY

Covell reported an extremely mild winter, with a deep freeze only in late March. Spring came permanently in early April, and spring and

early summer were rainy. Emergence of summer species was much earlier than normal. Only 30 species were recorded at annual Fourth
of July Count held 5 July in Oldham Co., as species normally common at that date had peaked. Late summer and early fall were dry.
Overall numbers of moths and butterflies were average to well above average, with an excellent flight occurring in late summer. A hybrid
Limenitis arthemis astyanax x L. archippus was taken 12 September in Paducah by Bill Black. Phoebis sennae eubule and Colias cesonia
were much more widespread and abundant than normal in September and October. Danaus plexippus numbers were low from April
throughout the season. It was apparently a low year in eastern KY for Speyeria diana, as several people seeking it did not find any.

Louisville experienced a mild autumn without killing frosts, with Boloria bellona reported as late as December.

WISCONSIN

The season was one of the earliest on record, comparable to the notably early springs of 1977 and 1987. Ferge reported record early

dates for Boloria freija and Erebia discoidalis (1 May, Price Co.) The Swengels reported record early dates for Incisalia irus (5 May, Wood
Co.) and Lycaeides melissa samuelis (13 May, Jackson Co.), and observed that northwestern Wisconsin seemed more advanced than
southern Wisconsin. Ferge and Parkinson also noted this, as moths collected in Burnett County in mid-May were as much as three to four
weeks earlier than usual. Summer temperaures were consistantly above average, with severe storms and heavy rains in June. Many
butterfly species were scarcer than usual, however the Swengels reported unprecedented high numbers of Speyeria idalia and aphrodite in
their prairie study sites. They found no adult hibernating butterflies in November, despite the unseasonably mild conditions. Ferge and
Parkinson found relatively low numbers of late season and adult hibernating moth species. The Swengels reported an early return of
Monarchs, which were present as multiple individuals from 18-22 May in Sauk, Jackson and Burnett Counties. Despite this seemingly
good early start, Monarch numbers were low throughout the season. Ebner noted small flights in August and September, with the last
individual seen on 11 October in Waukesha County. More species of migrant butterflies were reported than in the past several years, with
Hylephila phyleus, Euptoieta claudia and Junonia coenia being the most common or widespread. One to several individuals of Atalopedes
campestris, Pontia protodice, Colias cesonia, Phoebis sennae eubule, Eurema lisa, Nathalis iole and Strymon melinus were recorded in
southern counties mostly later in the season. Among the moths, Hyles lineata became widespread and common by September, and was

widely noticed by the general public as it visited flowers by day. Individuals of several southern stray or immigrant moth species were
collected, including Anticarsia gemmatilis, Mocis texana, Rachiplusia ou, Pseudoplusia includens and Magusa orbifera.

General Comments:

Extensive regional surveys were conducted in the state of Quintana Roo by Carmen Pozo de la Tijera, Noemi Salas Suarez and Santiago
Uc Tescum (TST), in the state of Chiapas by Jose Luis Salinas Gutierrez and Ubaldo Melo Samper Palacios (G/P), and in the state of
Jalisco by Andrew Warren (ADW).

CHIAPAS

The collections made at Yaxchilan National Monument by Jose Luis Salinas Gutierrez and Ubaldo Melo Samper Palacios (G/P) comprise
part of the project entitled "Biological characterization of Yaxchilan National Monument as a fundamental element for the design of its
management plan." The objective of this project is to elaborate upon the existing floral and faunal lists of the region, with the ultimate goal
of proposing a management plan for the conservation of the area. The Yaxchilan region is located in Ocosingo Municipio in northeastern
Chiapas state, along the Guatemala border. The area surrounds the Usumacincta River, which extends approximately 2,600 hectares and
is situated between 16 degrees 50' 29" and 16 degrees 54' 05" N and 90 degrees 56' 48" and 91 degrees 00' 30" W. The Yaxchilan area is
part of the Sierra Lacandona formation, and the "Selva Lacandona" is the type of tropical rain forest found there. The annual precipitation
measures 1700 mm, being one of the driest Mexican rain forests, with a median annual temperature of 22 degrees C. The area is
considered to be historically and culturally significant due to the presence of Mayan archaeological

monuments. A total of 35 days of collecting, distributed across the
months of December (1997), February, March and June, correspond to the local dry seasons. Field work was performed in five transects of
three habitat types: two in areas of intact native vegetation, two areas where native vegetation had been altered and the actual
archaeological zone as the last site. To date, a total of 120 species (9 Papilionidae, 15 Pieridae, 79 Nymphalidae and 17 Lycaenidae),
represented by 1450 specimens have been collected, all of which have been deposited in the Lepidoptera collection at the "Alfonso L.
Herrera" Museo de Zoologia (MZFC), at the Facultad de Ciencias, UNAM, in Mexico City. We have observed several species with very
specific habitat preferences. Species that have only been taken in bait traps in the archaeological zone include Splendeuptychia kendalli,
Cissia confusa and Eryphanis aesacus. Other species, including Nessaea aglaura, Pierella luna rubecula, Coea acheronta and Tigridia
acesta, have been taken only in bait traps in native forest.

The ecological reserve "Santuario del Manati" is located in southern Quintana Roo, Mexico, in Chetumal Bay ( N 18 degrees 58' - 18
degrees 10' and W 88 degrees 15' - 87 degrees 50'). The southern border of the reserve is the country of Belize. The "Santuario del
Manati" has 281,320 hectares; 101,320 are continental and 180,000 are marine habitat. The reserve is located in the geomorphic unit
"Planicie costera subcontinental" in the subunit "Costa baja de Quintana Roo" and has depressions and linear faults that create streams,
lakes and islands. The type of soil found in the area is chronic lovisol with a zone of eutric geysol at the northeast of the bay and with
redzinas and eutric regosol at the southeast of the bay. The annual average temperature is 26 degrees C; the lowest temperatures are in
January and the highest are in May. It has two rainy seasons separated by two dry seasons; one dry season is in summer and the longer
dry season is in winter. Annual rainfall is about 1250 mm. The vegetation is a mosaic of tropical forest, mangrove and flooded areas. The
data in the present work is the result of the first formal collection of Lepidoptera from the reserve, and is the first published list. Carmen
Pozo de la Tijera, Noemi Salas Suarez and Santiago Uc Tescum (TST) found 75 species (6 Papilionidae, 13 Pieridae, 41 Nymphalidae, 9
Lycaenidae and 6 Hesperidae) that comprise 685 specimens that were deposited in the Lepidopterological Coleccion (ECO) of "El Colegio
de la Frontera Sur" (ECOSUR), Chetumal.

Continuing Range Expansion in Erynnis baptisiae

The Ontario distribution of the Wild
Indigo Dusky Wing [Erynnis baptisiae
(Forbes)] is primarily in Essex, Kent
and Haldimand-Norfolk counties in
southwestern Ontario (The Ontario
Butterfly Atlas, 1991, Holmes, A.M.,
Hess, Q.F., Tasker, R.R. and Hanks,
A.J.; Toronto Entomologists’ Associa-
tion; 167 pp.) although it has also been
recorded in Lambton county, Point Pelee

National Park, and from Beverly
Swamp in the Hamilton area near To-
ronto. It would appear that this species
is either established in Ontario or has
taken on the status of a regular immi-
grant.

On September 17th, 1998, I found this
skipper in Toronto but could not at that
time identify it. At least four individu-
als were subsequently seen by Jim

Fairchild, Leon Schlichter, Mike King
(who took many photographs), Bob
Yukich and Tim Sabo. It should be noted
that Bob Yukich and myself saw, on
separate occasions, what appeared to be
males patrolling territory on open
paths, low amongst the vegetation.
Also, an aerial “dance” by two individu-
als was observed. These butterflies were

later identified as the Wild Indigo Dusky
Wing (Erynnis baptisiae) by Tim Sabo.
Four specimens were last seen on Sep-
tember 30th.

It is possible that a fertilized female
from the 2" brood migrated to the site
but an acceptable foodplant must have

been found to produce the adults seen.
None of the foodplants recorded in
Opler & Malikul (Opler, PA. and V.
Malikul. 1992. A Field Guide to East-
ern Butterflies. Houghton Mifflin Co.,
396 pp.) or Howe (Howe, WH.; 1975;
The Butterflies of North America;
Doubleday & Co., Garden City, New
York; 633 pp.) was present, but Cow-

vetch (Vicia cracca) was found. This
Wild Indigo Dusky Wing ‘colony’ was
a significant range extension and it re-
mains to be seen if any specimens will
turn up in 1999. Where the original
specimen appeared from, or under what
conditions, one can only speculate...
