The
Bonanza Creek Exper imental Forest was checked throughout the summer as weather permitted .

YUKON TERRITORY
Weather : A late and dry spring . The Dempster Highway produced only early species in late June (Paul Rumpsa & John Tennent) . Lake
Laberge was parched (and crunchy under foot) on 15 June, with very little flying (KWP). Later in the season the drought ended . Records of
Interest: A single specimen of Smerinthus cerisyi in a light trap at the east end of the Teslin River bridge on the Alaska Highway.

Weather: A late spring after a warm and very dry winter. The first Nymphalis antiopa appeared on 5 May - the first time since I came to
Fairbanks in 1965 that the adult hibernators did not appear in April. April 2002 was one of the five coldest Aprils on record , and had the
highest precipitation ever recorded for the month. In mid-summer the weather in Interior Alaska turned wet. STATE RECORDS: Hemaris
diffinis (Sphingidae) and Furcula ciner ia (Notodontidae) from near Haines , SE Alaska. Records of Interest: Nymphalis vau-album in the
Bonanza Creek Exper imenta l Forest , near Fairbanks . This is the first record from Interior Alaska - previous records are from SE and
southcentral Alaska . Agriades megalo and Speyeria zerene were both flying at mile 8.5 Haines Highway , with the first S. zerene appearing
on 13 June . In the Bonanza Creek Experimental Forest , Carterocephalus palaemon, Speyeria atlant is, and Alypia langtoni (Noctuidae) were
all abundant. Speyeria atlant is was also found at mile 1410 Alaska Highway (east of Delta Junction), and one was seen at Berry Creek , mile
1371.4 Alaska Highway . Hyder , on a sunny day in mid-June, had only three species of butterflies flying . There was very little good butterfly
habitat there .

Washington state reports two STATE records , which brings the state species list to 146 species . The first , Thymelicus Iineola, was long
expected as it has been recorded along the British Columbia border with Washington and in areas east of Washington . The records of the
Queen , Danaus gilippus , were not expected . Various people have looked at the photographs or specimens. Some think the specimens from
eastern Washington are of the Florida phenotype and thus could be a stray that laid eggs on local milkweed . The specimen from Tacoma
also seems likely to be only a stray, perhaps both were brought in by an exotic produce shipment. Unless the Queen shows up in western
Oregon and the eastern Washington records are repeated, the Queen should be regarded as a stray in Washington . The southeast Oregon
record of the Queen is a valid record.

CALIFORNIA
California had a very dry winter and spring with rainfall well below normal in the southern part of the state . Conditions were very dry in the
deserts of San Diego and Los Angeles counties and elsewhere. There were few butterflies in these areas , even during the spring. Very low
snowpack in the Sierras led to early flights and an early end to the summer flights of butterflies in the boreal zones . Major forest fires in
Sequoia National Forest and elsewhere destroyed hundreds of thousands of acres and ended the season for many butterflies in the burn
areas and closed down forests for collectors and observers . There were very few migrants seen in southern California, although several
Phoebis sennae marcellina were reported near cassia plants in the San Diego region in late summer and fall. Papilio cresphontes was
reported as abundant and well established in the Los Angeles region . Despite such dismal conditions, butterfly activity was closer to normal
from Fresno north with 16 new COUNTY records (14 at the species level) and a large number of new host plant records. Collecting was very
productive at times inside the burn areas of Sequoia National Forest within one or two months after the fire.

General Comments:
With an apology to Dr. Seuss, I offer the following summary of the 2002 season in Zone 4: From dry to wet, From wet to dry, Some funny
things went flying by. There were 40 contributors [17 new!] in 2002 . Cliff Ferris, Steve Kohler, Jim Scott , and I continued our string of 24 or
more consecutive years as Zone 4 contributors. Despite the drought in the southern parts of the Zone, there were 375 total records , 294
COUNTY RECORDS , and 27 STATE RECORDS , compared with 327,189, and 7 respectively in 2001. There were 13 early dates and 31
late dates, the latter attesting to the late, warm fall in most of the Zone.

COLORADO
We didn't want the fame, but 2002 was the driest year since record keeping began in 1872. Denver received 7.48 inches of precipitation for
the entire year, while many places in the eastern USA received that much or more in a single day. That amount is less than half the average ,
and would be about normal if we were Yuma, Arizona! It was the worst year for butterflies and many moths since the 1950s, yet more new
COUNTY records [115] were discovered than in the previous year [100] . A butterfly STATE record was found from the past (Celastr ina
cinerea) , and 12 new moth STATE records were found , mainly Schinia species by Chuck Harp and his colleagues . Only 44 butterfly species
appear in the Summary , compared with 84 in 2001, but the moth totals are about the same. The cumulative butterfly stats are now 120.3 avg
spplCo, or 93.3% of projection. The 20 prairie counties, at 94.4% of projection , are actually now "better known" than the remainder of the
state! The same is probably true for Schinia moths .

A wet year with a cool spring resulted in an excellent season, albeit delayed by a week or more in many portions of the state. The 32 records
received include a STATE record (Leptotes marina) and 30 COUNTY records for butterflies , doubling the 2001 number. Autumn was warm,
so there were probably some late flight dates (Kit and I saw several species in eastern Montana, 17-20 October) . Cumulative butterfly stats
are 87.8 avg spp/Co , or 85.1% of the slightly increased projection. No data on moths were received this year.

NEW MEXICO
Steve Cary began his 2002 Summary - "A stranger year there never was!" Severe drought continued, but abundant moisture at unusual
times produced some unique observations, including 10 early record dates and 24 late record dates for butterflies in a state where these
sorts of data have been kept for nearly 50 years. A record high 19 observers sent in 104 total data points, for 78 species and 62 COUNTY
records, about doubling the 2001 numbers despite the drought. Steve's examination of the Snow Entomological Museum collection at the
University of Kansas in Lawrence, Kansas, resulted in several very old "new" data in this summary. Cumulative butterfly stats are 119.6 avg
spp/Co [gasp, nearly up the Colorado!] or 92.2% of projection. Chuck Harp sent a lot of new moth data, many for noctuid species in eastern
New Mexico.

Utah became the first state to have 100 or more species of butterflies and skippers recorded from each county in the state, thanks to
collaboration with Clyde Gillette and other Utah lepidopterists. In my opinion , only Connecticut has a chance to equal this feat. Every other
state has an "Achilles heel" county, or more than one, which will never reach 100 species . I welcome challenges or data from other states to
disprove this! In 2002 , there were 40 total records received, including 33 butterfly COUNTY records but only one moth record. Cumulative
butterfly stats are 114.6 avg spplCo , or 93.5 % of projection, still a nose ahead of Colorado .

WYOMING
Conditions overall were normal, with drought in the southeast and southwest corners and average temperatures and precipitation elsewhere.
There were 35 butterfly COUNTY records, mainly by Ray Stanford in Weston County in early June, and in southwestern Wyoming later the
same month, including the Pine Mounatin area of Sweetwater County. Chuck Harp and Robert Mower sent some interesting moth data.
Cumulative butterfly stats are 108.8 avg spp/Co, or 90.4% of projection. This is the first time Wyoming has risen above 90% of projection,
leaving only Montana in Zone 4 to achieve this distinction.

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NEBRASKA
Although challenging, 2002 was perhaps not as poor a year for Lepidoptera as first perceived. Numbers were severly depressed in many
areas compared to the abundant populations of 2001. County records decreased from 110 in 2001 to 41 in 2002. However, diversity
(number of species reported) was actually up from 104 in 2001 to 115 in 2002. Spring came late in western Nebraska, and October snows
cut the season shorter than usual. Drought affected the entire state, but was particularly severe in the western half with many areas
receiving well less than half their normal precipitation totals . Most rainfall was received in August - too late to benefit many species . After
nearly a century of absence , encounters with Phoebis philea were reported. Wallengrenia egeremet was reported from three counties , while
it is normally unreported or scarce. Four Schinia species (Noctuidae) were reported from western Nebraska as STATE RECORDS by Steve
Spomer and Chuck Harp.

NORTH DAKOTA
Ron Royer reports that it was an unusual year, following a late spring. Many species appeared in substantial numbers but emerged from two
to three weeks later than usual throughout the summer. Rainfall was unusually patchy, with strong drought in the southern badlands , but
normal to above-normal levels and an even temporal distribution in many northern and eastern areas. The most noteworthy reports were
from northern McKenzie County, which produced Hesperia dacotae at two sites within the Little Missouri National Grassland (the
westernmost longitude to date), and Limenitis arthemis astyanax in the Blue Buttes, nearly 150 miles northwest of any prior record.

Weber and the Pattersons provided observations of seasonal conditions . The winter of 2001-2002 was one of the warmest on record, while
the spring of 2002 was one of the coldest. Summer was hot and wet with periodic cloudbursts that produced flooding in the far north and
northwestern parts of the state. Butterfly numbers were down considerably from 2001. Weber reported seeing the same number of species
as last year, but in much lower numbers. The large populations of Vanessa species seen last year were greatly reduced in 2002 with only a
few individuals of each species seen.

WISCONSIN
After one of the mildest winters on record, the spring warm-up was greatly delayed. May was cold and wet, June was just wet, and July was
hot and dry. Late season conditions were fairly mild. Ferge began the moth field season on 27 January, attracting hundreds of hibernating
Eupsilia species and a few Lithophanes to sugar bait in Richland County. Moths were recorded in every month of 2002, except February and
March, with a Plathypena scabra caught on 18 December and ending the season. Numbers of many resident butterfly species were down.
The large influx of Vanessa species and other migratory butterflies experienced last year was not repeated in 2002. Although many of the
migrant species were recorded, most records were represented by single individuals or very low numbers.

Carmen Pozo, Noemi 8alas 8uarez, and 8antiago Uc Tescum (P8U) reported from the Municipio Hopelchen (7,460.27 sq km) in the state of
Campeche , at the center of the Yucatan Peninsula. The study sites are located between N 19 degrees 01 minutes 51 seconds - 19 degrees
04 minutes 00 seconds and W 90 degrees 00 minutes 53 seconds - 89 degrees 31 minutes 08 seconds. To get there, you must depart from
Campeche, drive on Federal Hwy 261about 87 km towards Hopelchen , and from that point drive about 40 km to Dzibalchen. In the study
area we found an archeological site that was used in the past by the Mayan culture. Today the population levels are very low, and the local
residents cultivate corn, chili, and beans. The types of soil found in the area are redzinas and Iitosols, named as Tzekels and Chacluum­
Pusluum. The annual average temperature is 27 degrees C; the lowest temperatures are 17 degrees C and the highest are 36 degrees C.
The annual rainfall is variable with as little as 900mm in some years and 2000rnm in other years. There is a dry season from January - May,
and a rainy season from June - December. The area is adjacent to the Calakmul Biosphere Reserve. The species list included 1
